1. The tenders should be submitted in sealed covers. Open tenders will be rejected. 

2. The vehicles offered for sale on 'AS-IS-WHERE-IS CONDITION' EX-Godown.  Taxes & duties as applicable at the time of taking delivery by the successful tenderer/tenderers will be charged extra over the quoted offer.
3. The Tenderer may inspect the vehicle on any working day from 09/02/2009 to 10/03/2009 between 9.30 A.M. and 5.00 P.M. by prior appointment to satisfy themselves about the quality and condition of the vehicle offered. No complaint whatsoever will be entertained after the tenders are submitted or before or after the vehicle is lifted. No request for inspection after submission of the tender will be accepted.
